· The Environmental Council of Zambia, through some of its licensing procedures, currently demands that those involved in the transportation of hazardous waste show proof of insurance. 

· This requirement is embedded in licensing application forms, and is to be one of the major conditions for licnsing transporters of hazardous waste.
