	National Definition
	National definition of waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Cameroon. 

Waste: Any residue from a production, processing or utilization process, any substance or material produced or, more generally, any movable and immovable goods abandoned or intended to be abandoned.

The definition is from article 4 of the Law N° 96/12 of 5th August 1996 relating to Environmental Management in Cameroon.

National definition of hazardous waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Cameroon. 

Sont considérés comme déchets toxiques et/ou dangereux, les matières contenant des substances inflammables, explosives, radioactives, toxiques présentant un danger pour la vie des personnes, des animaux, des plantes et pour l’environnement.

(Those are considered as toxic wastes and/or dangerous, materials containing inflammables, explosives, radioactives, toxics substances, presenting a danger for the people, animals, plants and environment.

There are no wastes defined as, or considered to be hazardous wastes by national legislation in accordance with Art. 1, para 1(b) of the Basel Convention.

In Cameroon there are no wastes other than those pursuant to Art. 1 (1)a and/or Art. 1 (1)b of the Basel Convention that require special consideration when subjected to transboundary movement.
