	National Definition
	National definition of waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Czech Republic. 

Act on Waste No. 185/2001 Coll., as amended.

Waste means any movable thing in the categories set out in Annex 1 to the Act, which a person discards or intends or is required to discard. Annex 1 to the Act is identical with Annex I of Directive of the European Parliament and the Council 2006/12/EC on waste.

National definition of hazardous waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Czech Republic. 

Act on Waste No. 185/2001 Coll., as amended, Decrees of the Ministry of the Environment No. 376/2001 Coll. and 381/2001 Coll., as amended.

National definition of hazardous waste is based on Council Directive 91/689/EEC on hazardous waste as amended. Hazardous waste means any waste featured on the list of hazardous wastes as well as any other waste displaying one or more hazardous properties.

The list of properties of wastes which render them hazardous is set up by Annex III to the Directive. 

The list of hazardous waste pursuant to the Directive has been established by Commission Decision 200/532/EC as amended. The wastes featuring on the list of hazardous wastes must have on or more of the properties listed in Annex III to the Directive.

The Directive and the List of hazardous waste are transposed into Act on Waste No 185/2001 Coll. as amended, Decree 376/2001 Coll. and Decree No. 381/2001 Coll. as amended.

In the Czech Republic (and in the EU) the above mentioned definition is used only for the purpose of implementing the Basel Convention amendment (ban on export of hazardous waste destined for recovery to non-OECD countries). The control procedures for other transboundary movements of wastes destined for recovery are not based on the definition of hazardous waste, but on a specific listing system established by EU Regulation (EC) 1013/2006 on shipments of waste. The listing system consists of two lists of waste. The first one (Annex III to the EU Regulation 1013/2006 - Green listed waste) containing wastes not requiring notification and prior consent consists of wastes listed in Annex IX to the Basel Convention supplemented by several other non-hazardous wastes. The second one (Annex IV to the EU Regulation 1013/2006 - Amber listed waste) containing wastes requiring notification and prior consent consists of wastes listed in Annex VIII to the Basel Convention supplemented by several other not necessarily hazardous wastes. Transboundary movements of all wastes (both hazardous and non-hazardous) destined for final disposal are either prohibited or subject to notification or prior consent.

Czech Republic regulates/controls additional wastes as hazardous that are not included in Art. 1 (1)a of the Basel Convention and would be controlled for the purpose of transboundary movements pursuant to Art. 1 (1)b. 

Czech Republic regulates/controls for the purpose of transboundary movements additional wastes as hazardous pursuant to Article 1(1)b of the Basel Convention.

Hazardous wastes in the EU are governed by Council Directive 91/689/EEC.

The EU list of properties of waste which render them hazardous is broader than the list of hazardous characteristics contained in Annex III to the Basel Convention. It contains e.g. irritant, harmful, teratogenic or mutagenic wastes.

The EU list of hazardous wastes has been drawn up on the basis of the categories or generic types of hazardous waste listed in Annex I to the Directive and the constituents of wastes which render them hazardous listed in Annex II to the Directive. Both the list of categories and the list of constituents are broader than Annex I to the Basel Convention.

By the EU definition of hazardous waste more wastes is covered in comparison with wastes covered by Article 1(1)a of the Basel Convention. Consequently transboundary movements of additional wastes are regulated. Due to structural differences between the List of hazardous wastes and Annex I to the Basel Convention it is not possible to specify the additional wastes in detail (list could be obtained from the Focal Point).

Czech Republic requires special consideration for the following waste(s) when subjected to transboundary movement: 

At final disposal

Exports of all wastes (both hazardous and non-hazardous) for final disposal to EU member countries and EFTA countries Parties to the Basel Convention (CH, IS, LI, NO) are subject to notification and prior consent. Exports of all wastes for final disposal to other countries are prohibited.

Imports of all wastes for final disposal are prohibited.

At recovery

Some Amber listed wastes are normally not hazardous even if they are subject to notification and prior consent when moved for recovery. Examples of such wastes are: used blasting grit, surface active agents (surfactants), liquid pig manure, faeces and sewage sludge.

The wastes not listed in Amber or Green lists are subject to notification and prior consent.

The Green listed wastes exported for recovery into some new EU member countries (BG, LV, MT, PL, RO, SK) are temporarily subject to notification and prior consent. The Green listed wastes exported for recovery to non-OECD countries are controlled depending on request of importing country in accordance with Commission Regulation (EC) No. 1418/2007.


	Restrictions on Transboundary Movement
	Amendment to the Basel Convention

The amendment to the Basel Convention (Decision III/1) has been implemented in Czech Republic. 

Council Regulation (EEC) No 259/93 on the supervision and control of shipments of waste within, into and out of the European Community, as amended (applicable until 11 July 2007). Regulation (EC) No 1013/2006 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 14 July 2006 on shipments of waste (applicable from 12 July 2007).


	
	Restrictions on export for final disposal

Czech Republic restricts the export of hazardous wastes and other wastes for final disposal. 

Council Regulation (EEC) No 259/93 on the supervision and control of shipments of waste within, into and out of the European Community, as amended (applicable until 11 July 2007). Regulation (EC) No 1013/2006 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 14 July 2006 on shipments of waste (applicable from 12 July 2007).

All exports of wastes (both hazardous and non-hazardous) for final disposal are prohibited except those to EU Member countries and EFTA Countries, which are also Parties to the Basel Convention (CH, IS, LI, NO).


	
	Restrictions on export for recovery

Czech Republic restricts the export of hazardous wastes and other wastes for recovery. 

Council Regulation (EEC) No 259/93 on the supervision and control of shipments of waste within, into and out of the European Community, as amended (applicable until 11 July 2007). Regulation (EC) No 1013/2006 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 14 July 2006 on shipments of waste (applicable from 12 July 2007).

All exports of hazardous wastes (according to Article 1(1)a and 1(1)b of the Basel Convention) and other wastes (Annex II to the Basel Convention) to non-EU and non-OECD countries for recovery are prohibited. The wastes in questions are listed in Annex V to EU Regulation 1013/2006. Moreover, the exports of following wastes for recovery are prohibited:

- hazardous wastes not classified under one single entry in Annex V to EU Regulation 1013/2006

- mixtures of hazardous wastes and mixtures of hazardous wastes with non-hazardous wastes not classified under one single entry in Annex V to EU Regulation 1013/2006

- wastes that the country of destination has notified to be hazardous under Article 3 of the Basel Convention

- wastes the import of which has been prohibited by the country of destination

- wastes which the competent authority of dispatch has reason has reason to believe will not be managed in an environmentally sound manner in the country of destination concerned


	
	Restrictions on import for final disposal

Czech Republic restricts the import of hazardous wastes and other wastes for final disposal. 

Act on Waste No. 185/2001 Coll. as last amended by Act No. 314/2006 Coll. (in force from 1 May 2004).

All imports of waste (both hazardous and non-hazardous) for final disposal are prohibited.


	
	Restrictions on import for recovery

Czech Republic restricts the import of hazardous wastes and other wastes for recovery. 

Council Regulation (EEC) No 259/93 on the supervision and control of shipments of waste within, into and out of the European Community, as amended (applicable until 11 July 2007). Regulation (EC) No 1013/2006 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 14 July 2006 on shipments of waste (applicable from 12 July 2007).

All imports of hazardous waste for recovery are prohibited except those from EU and OECD countries, other countries which are Parties to the Basel Convention and other countries with which bilateral or multilateral agreements or arrangements in accordance with Article 11 of the Basel Convention have been concluded as well as from other areas in cases where, on exceptional grounds during situations of crisis, peacemaking, peacekeeping or war, no bilateral agreements or arrangements can be concluded or where a competent authority in the country of dispatch has either not been designated or is unable to act.


	
	Restrictions on transit
Czech Republic has restrictions on the transit of hazardous wastes and other wastes. 

Council Regulation (EEC) No 259/93 on the supervision and control of shipments of waste within, into and out of the European Community, as amended (applicable until 11 July 2007). Regulation (EC) No 1013/2006 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 14 July 2006 on shipments of waste (applicable from 12 July 2007).


	Reduction and/or Elimination of Hazardous Waste Generation


	National strategies/policies
State Environmental Policy (2004-2010)

In this policy, the target to reduce the specific generation of hazardous wastes by 20 % by the year 2010 as well as other targets aimed at selected of hazardous waste streams have been set. The targets are closely interconnected to those of the Waste Management Plan of the Czech Republic (see below). Evaluation of the State Environmental Policy (2004–2010) for the period 2004-2006 has been performed. It has been concluded that all targets concerning hazardous wastes are being met.

National Environmental Management Programme; National Eco-labelling Programme; and National Programme of Cleaner Production; Green public procurement ;the Czech Republic Strategy for Sustainable Development.

	Transboundary Movement Reduction Measures
	Legislation, regulations and guidelines
 “Basel-ban” has been implemented in accordance with Council Regulation (EEC) No. 259/93 on the supervision and control of shipments of waste within, into and out of the European Community, as amended (applicable until 11 July 2007) and Regulation (EC) No. 1013/2006 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 14 July 2006 on shipments of waste (applicable from 12 July 2007).

Act on Waste No. 185/2001 Coll. as last amended by Act No. 34/2008 Coll.: Waste generated in the Czech Republic shall be preferentially disposed of in the Czech Republic. Transboundary movements of waste to the Czech Republic for the purpose of disposal shall be prohibited. Waste generated in the Czech Republic shall be preferentially recovered in the Czech Republic, unless it is recovered in other EU Member States. In the amendment of Act on Waste by Act. No 314/2006 Coll., improved measures for combating illegal traffic (obligations of police, increase of fines, etc.) have been enacted.

According to the Waste Management Plan of the Czech Republic (Government Decree No. 197/2003 Coll.) the export of wastes for the purpose of disposal shall be permitted only if there is not sufficient capacity in the Czech Republic for environmentally sound disposal of the specific kind of waste.
