	National Definition
	National definition of waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Jamaica. 

Part I of the Natural Resources (Hazardous Waste)(Control of Transboundary Movement) Regulations, 2002 

"wastes" includes any material, substance or object, or its residue or by-product , which -

(a) is rejected, discarded or abandoned; or 

(b) is disposed of or is intended to be disposed of or is required to be disposed of in accordance with the Regulations

National definition of hazardous waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Jamaica. 

Pursuant to the paragraph 2 of the Natural Resources (Hazardous Waste)(Control of Transboundary Movement), "Hazardous waste" means -

a) waste that belongs to any category contained in the First Schedule unless it does not possess any of the characteristics specified in the Third Schedule;

b) waste which belongs to any category contained in the Second Schedul; and  

c) Such waste as the Minister, by order, may declare to be hazardous

There are no wastes defined as, or considered to be hazardous wastes by national legislation in accordance with Art. 1, para 1(b) of the Basel Convention.

In Jamaica there are no wastes other than those pursuant to Art. 1 (1)a and/or Art. 1 (1)b of the Basel Convention that require special consideration when subjected to transboundary movement. 


	Restrictions on Transboundary Movement
	Amendment to the Basel Convention

The amendment to the Basel Convention (Decision III/1) has been implemented in Jamaica. 

Under the Natural Resources (Hazardous Waste) (Control of Transboundary Movement), importation of hazardous wastes is prohibited.


	
	Restrictions on export for final disposal

Jamaica restricts the export of hazardous wastes and other wastes for final disposal. 

The Natural Resources (Hazardous Waste)(Control of Transboundary Movement) Regulations, 2002. These Regulations entered into force on December 27, 2002.

The restriction covers the area south of 60o latitude.
Under Section 13(1)(k) of the Natural Resources (Hazardous Waste)(Control of Transboundary Movement) Regulations, the competent authority will not grant an export permit if the waste in question is destined for disposal within the area south of 60o latitude, whether or not the waste is subject to transboundary movement.


	
	Restrictions on export for recovery

Jamaica has no restrictions on the export of hazardous wastes and other wastes for recovery. 


	
	Restrictions on import for final disposal

Jamaica restricts the import of hazardous wastes and other wastes for final disposal. Under Section 6(1) of the Natural Resources (Hazardous Waste)(Control of Transboundary Movement) Regulations, 2002, the importation of hazardous wastes into any area under the jurisdiction of Jamaica is prohibited.

The importation of hazardous wastes for recovery or final disposal is prohibited.


	
	Restrictions on import for recovery

Jamaica restricts the import of hazardous wastes and other wastes for recovery. 

Under Section 6(1) of the Natural Resources (Hazardous Waste)(Control of Transboundary Movement) Regulations, 2002, the importation of hazardous wastes into any area under the jurisdiction of Jamaica is prohibited.

The importation of hazardous wastes for recovery or final disposal is prohibited.
