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	National Definition
	National definition of waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Poland. 

In the light of the Act on Waste of 27 April 2001 (O.J. of 2 June 2001, No.62, Item 628 as amended, came into force in October 2001) "waste" shall mean any substance or object in one of the categories listed in Annex I to this Act with the holder thereof discards or intends or is required to discard.

National definition of hazardous waste used for the purpose of transboundary movements of waste exists in Poland. 

In the light of the Act on Waste of 27 April 2001 (came into force in October 2001), “hazardous waste” shall mean waste:

1) belonging to the categories or types of waste featuring in List A in Annex II to this Act and displaying at least one of the properties enumerated in Annex IV to this Act; or 

2) belonging to the categories or types of waste featuring in List B in Annex 2 to this Act, containing any of the constituents enumerated in Annex 3 and displaying at least one of the properties enumerated in Annex IV to this Act. 

Annex II features categories or types of hazardous waste. Annex III features constituents of wastes which render them hazardous. 

The minister responsible for the environment laid down the ordinance on the waste catalogue (O.J.of 2001, No.112, Item 1206). The new national list of hazardous waste is a part of waste catalogue. New waste classification is consistent with EU classification.

Poland regulates/controls additional wastes as hazardous that are not included in Art. 1 (1)a of the Basel Convention and would be controlled for the purpose of transboundary movements pursuant to Art. 1 (1)b. 

National list of hazardous waste is defined in the ordinance of the Minister of  Environment on the waste catalogue (O.J of 2001, No.112, Item 1206). Catalogue is based on European Waste List. Waste are divided into 20 groups. Catalogue defines groups, subgroups, types of waste and their codes (six figures). Two first figures mean the source of generation, two next figures describe subgroup of waste and the whole six figures codes means type of waste. Hazardous waste are marked on the list with asterisk. Polish national list of hazardous waste covers all types of hazardous waste stipulated in European Waste Catalogue and additionally covers the below mentioned waste which are consider hazardous under national legislation:

01 03 80* Tailings from enrichment by flotation of non-iron metal ores that contain hazardous substances

01 04 80* Tailings from enrichment by flotation of coal that contain hazardous substances

01 04 82* Tailings from enrichment by flotation of sulfide ores that contain hazardous substances

01 04 84* Tailings from enrichment by flotation of phosphoric ores (phosphorites, apatites) that contain hazardous substances

02 01 80* Dead animals and animals slauthered out of necessity as well as animal tissue waste, that exhibit hazardous properties

02 02 80* Animal tissue waste that exhibits hazardous properties

03 01 80* Waste from chemical processing of wood that contain hazardous substances

05 06 80* Liquid wastes that contain phenols

07 04 80* Expired plant protection agents, toxicity class I and II (highly toxic and toxic)

07 05 80* Liquid wastes containing hazardous substances

09 01 80* Expired photography reagents

10 11 81* Azbestos-containing waste

16 81 Waste resulting from accidents and unplanned events

16 81 01 * Wastes exhibiting hazardous properties

16 82 Waste resulting from natural disasters

16 82 01 * Wastes exhibiting hazardous properties

18 01 80* Used therapeutic baths, biologicaly active, with infectious capability

18 01 82* Food remains from feeding patients residing in infectious unit

The national definition of hazardous waste covers also wastes other than those listed in Annexes I, II and VIII of the Basel Convention. The Secretariat of the Basel Convention has made the information transmitted to it, pursuant to article 3 of the Basel Convention, available on the website of the Basel Convention (http://www.basel.int/natdef/frsetmain.php).

In Poland there are no wastes other than those pursuant to Art. 1 (1)a and/or Art. 1 (1)b of the Basel Convention that require special consideration when subjected to transboundary movement. 


	Restrictions on Transboundary Movement
	Amendment to the Basel Convention

The amendment to the Basel Convention (Decision III/1) has been implemented in Poland. 

Poland ratified the amendment. 

The Act of 5 July 2002 on Ratification of Amendment to Basel Convention about control of transboundary movement and disposal of hazardous waste (O.J. No 135, Item 1142) came into force in September 2002. The acceptance was deposited with the Depositary on 29 January 2003.


	
	Restrictions on export for final disposal

Poland restricts the export of hazardous wastes and other wastes for final disposal. 

Council Regulation (EEC) No 259/93 of 1 February 1993 on the supervision and control of shipments of waste within, into and out of the European Community (OJ L 30, 6.2.1993, p. 1) Regulation became directly applicable on Poland’s accession to the EU (1 May 2004)

All countries except for EU and EFTA countries which are also Parties to Basel Convention.

- Shipments within the EU:

Shipments of waste destined for disposal operations between Member States of the EU are subject to notification procedure stipulated in articles 3-5 of Council Regulation No 259/93. 

- Export outside the EU:

In general all exports of waste for disposal are prohibited except for those to EFTA countries which are Party to Basel Convention. In case of export of waste for disposal to EFTA countries, notification procedure stipulated in art. 15 should be applied.


	
	Restrictions on export for recovery

Poland restricts the export of hazardous wastes and other wastes for recovery. 

Council Regulation (EEC) No 259/93 of 1 February 1993 on the supervision and control of shipments of waste within, into and out of the European Community (OJ L 30, 6.2.1993, p. 1) Regulation became directly applicable on Poland’s accession to the EU (1 May 2004)

All countries except for EU and OECD countries.

- Shipments within the EU:

Green listed waste: no control procedure (shipments to Poland, Slovakia, Latvia - transitional measures in Treaty of Accession - control procedure according to art. 6-8 of Council Regulation No 259/93)

Amber listed waste - control procedure stipulated in art. 6-8 of Council Regulation No 259/93

Red listed waste - control procedure stipulated in art. 10 of Council Regulation No 259/93

Unlisted waste - control procedure stipulated in art. 10 of Council Regulation No 259/93

(unlisted waste - waste for which no single entry exists in green, amber and red list of waste)

- Shipments outside the EU:

All exports of hazardous waste listed in annex V of Council Regulation No 259/93 are prohibited except for OECD countries.

Annex V comprises of annex VIII and IX to the Basel Convention as well as of European Waste Catalogue (hazardous waste is marked with an asterisk). 

Export of waste to OECD countries is subject to control procedures stipulated in art. 17 paragraph 4-7 of Council Regulation No 259/93.

- Shipments within the EU:

Shipment of waste destined for disposal operations between Member States of the EU is subject to notification procedure stipulated in articles 3-5 of Council Regulation No 259/93.

- Shipments into the EU:

In general all imports of waste for disposal are prohibited except for those from EFTA and Basel Convention countries. In case of import of waste for disposal from EFTA and Basel Convention countries, notification procedure stipulated in art. 20 should be applied.

	Reduction and/or Elimination of Hazardous Waste Generation


	National strategies/policies
The reduction of hazards posed by hazardous waste is one of the priorities of the National Environmental Policy and waste management plans. The Polish Act of 27 April 2001 on waste (Official Journal No. 62, item 628, further amended) introduce obligation to prepare waste management plans which are subject to at least each 4 years updating.

The first such national management plan (NWMP) was approved by resolution No. 219 of the Council of Ministers of Republic of Poland, of 29 October 2002 (Governmental Gazette of 2003, No.11, item 159).

The second NWMP “National Waste Management Plan 2010” has been prepared according to the legal status as of 15 October 2006. The NWMP 2010 covers waste generated domestically, particularly municipal waste, hazardous waste, packaging waste and municipal sewage sludge, as well as waste imported into the national territory.

The objectives and tasks presented in the Plan relate to the period 2007 – 2010 and in the 2011-2018 perspective.


	
	Legislation, regulations and guidelines

The Polish Act of 27 April 2001 regulates the issues related to waste management including reduction and elimination of generation of hazardous waste and other waste. The Act imposes standards for recovery and disposal of waste (in line with the EU requirements) and defines system of permits for the generation and further handling of hazardous waste.

The Act of 11 May 2001 on Economic Operators’ Obligations in the Scope of Managing Certain Types of waste and on the Product and Deposit Charges (Official Journal No. 63, item 639, further amended), the Act of 20 January 2005 on recycling of End-of Life Vehicles (Official Journal 2005, No. 25, item 202, further amended) and the Act of 20 October 2005 of Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment (Official Journal No. 180, item 1495) also regulates the issues related to this specific types of hazardous waste.


	
	Economic instruments/ initiatives
The Act of 11 May 2001on Economic Operators’ Obligations in the Scope of Managing Certain Types of Waste and on the Product and Deposit Charges (O.J. of 2001, No.63, Item 639, further amended), came into force on 1 January 2002. It contains legal and economic instruments (the obligation to recover waste - or pay product charges) promoting the establishment of a system for collection and recovery of certain types of hazardous waste (waste oils, discharge lamps, batteries and accumulators).

Principle of self-sufficiency and proximity is applied to shipments of all types of waste destined for disposal and to shipments of some types of green and amber listed waste, all red listed waste and unlisted waste destined for recovery.
